Hidden Smile 

Place smiley face sticker under one of the cups. Move cups around and have children guess 

which cup has the sticker. 

 
What You Need:  

• For the Group:  

o 3 Solid colored plastic cups 

o Smiley face sticker 

 

What You Do:  

Before the Activity: Place the cups on a hard surface upside down. 

 

During the Activity: Place the sticker under one of the cups. Use your hands to mix the cups up without 

lifting them. Challenge the child to guess which cup the sticker is under. Repeat the activity until each child 

has a turn to guess which cup the sticker is under.  

 

What You Say: 

Before the Activity: (Place the sticker under a cup.) “We have a smile under one of these cups.” (Point.) 

 

During the Activity: “Watch me as I mix up the cups. See if you can tell which cup the smile is under.” (Do 

activity.)  

 

 

 

 

 

Freeze Dance 
Children play freeze dance with the monthly song “Power Up”. 
 

What You Need: Music player and monthly song “Power Up” 

 

 What You Do: 

Before the Activity: Guide the children to stand in front of you.  

 

During the Activity: Turn the music on and ask the children to dance. After about 30 seconds, turn off the 

music and ask the children to stand very still or FREEZE. Replay the music and ask the children to dance 

again.

After the Activity: Repeat the activity several times in 30-second increments.  

  

What You Say:  

Before the Activity: “We have to power up and dance!” 

 

During the Activity: “I am going to turn our song for this month. When you HEAR the music, start to dance. 

When you HEAR the music stop, everyone FREEZE. (Demonstrate.) Are you ready?” (Pause and do 

activity.)  

 

After the Activity: “Jesus gives us the power to do everything. Who gives you the power to do 

everything? [Bottom Line] Jesus gives me the power to do everything!”
