LEADER Bible Study
King Solomon loved God. He received wisdom from the Lord and was 
dedicated to building His temple. But early on, we see hints that Solomon’s 
heart was not completely devoted to God. He married foreign wives who 
turned Solomon’s heart away from God. (1 Kings 11:4)

Solomon gradually abandoned what he had believed. Israel had a history 
of turning away from God, and Solomon was no exception.

God was angry with Solomon. He had warned him twice not to turn to 
false gods. God planned to discipline Solomon by taking the kingdom 
away from his family. God was going to take the kingdom from Solomon’s 
son Rehoboam—every tribe except for one. God graciously left one tribe 
for Rehoboam, keeping the promise He made to David. (See 2 Sam. 7:16.)

God set apart Jeroboam, one of Solomon’s servants, to become leader over 
10 tribes of Israel. Parts of the tribe of Benjamin followed Jeroboam, and 
some followed Rehoboam. When Solomon died, all of Israel gathered to 
make Rehoboam their new king. They asked Rehoboam to lighten the 
burden of service Solomon had given them, but Rehoboam refused. In 
fact, he promised to make their work even harder.

Israel rebelled against Rehoboam and made Jeroboam king. Only the tribe 
of Judah stayed with Rehoboam. So the kingdom was divided into two 
kingdoms—the Northern Kingdom was called Israel (ruled by Jeroboam) 
and the Southern Kingdom was called Judah (ruled by Rehoboam).

Every king failed to lead God’s people perfectly. God had a plan to send 
them a better king, a perfect king. God would use the house of David—
the single tribe He reserved for Rehoboam—to bring into the world His 
Son, Jesus, to become King over all of God’s people forever and lead them 
back to God.

Now he was king of the 
Northern Kingdom of Israel. Only one tribe remained 
under Rehoboam’s rule, and that was the Southern 
Kingdom of Judah.

Rehoboam did not like being king of only one tribe. 
He planned to attack the northern kingdom of Israel, but 
God sent a prophet to stop him. The prophet had a message 
from God: “Do not fight them; the people of Israel are part 
of your family. I am the Lord, and I am in control of what 
is happening.” So Rehoboam went home.

Now Jeroboam was the king of Israel, but he wasn’t a 
good king. When the people of Israel traveled to Jerusalem 
to worship God at the temple, Jeroboam worried that 
they would start thinking of Rehoboam as their leader. 
So Jeroboam made two golden calves and told the people, 
“Going to Jerusalem is too difficult for you. Here are your 
gods who brought you up from the land of Egypt. You can 
worship them!”

What Jeroboam did was a sin! Those calves did not 
lead God’s people out of Egypt; God led His people out of 
Egypt. Jeroboam led all the people to worship the false 
gods instead of the one true God.

Christ Connection: King Solomon failed to lead God’s 
people perfectly. God’s people needed a better king, a perfect 
king! Through David’s family, God would send His own Son, 
Jesus Christ, to be a perfect King over God’s people forever. Jesus 
is greater than Solomon. Jesus brings His people together and 
leads them back to God.

Welcome time
Play intro music and greet each kid as he or she arrives. 
Help new kids connect to your group. Prompt kids to share 
about a time they broke something. What did they break? 
Were they able to fix it?
SAY • When some things break, we can have them fixed. 
Other things may be easier to replace than try to fix, and 
some things might not be fixable at all! Today we will learn 
about a time Solomon chose to disobey God. As a result, 
the whole kingdom of Israel split! What do you think 
could patch that up?

Activity page 
Invite kids to complete the “The Big Split” activity page. 
Instruct the kids to look at the two versions of the Bible 
story art to find and circle the seven differences. Some 
might be less obvious!
SAY • That activity had two versions of the picture. Today 
we will learn about a time the kingdom of Israel split into 
two! Why do you think God would split His people’s 
kingdom in two?

Read a series of questions, each starting with Would you 
rather … Ask the kids to move to one side of the room or 
the other based on their preferences in each statement.

Many kinds of birds choose a partner to stay with for the 
rest of their lives! At the ages of 4-6, pairs of Atlantic Puffins 
often become mates for life, finding each other at their colony 
year after year. A bonded pair of birds won’t split up until 
one of them dies.  It’s amazing how God created so many 
different creatures that behave in such amazing ways. 

You know, it kind of makes me think of our story this 
week. However, our story isn’t about something joining 
together forever, it’s about something that got split in two! I’ll 
tell you more soon.

He won’t forget things, 
won’t overlook things, and won’t be surprised by things. 
Every detail is covered in His perfect plans. That’s why 
we know wisdom from God is true wisdom! 

Big picture question 
LEADER • But first, let’s review our big picture question.

Solomon had the chance to ask God for anything, and 
asked for wisdom. God gave Solomon wisdom to lead 
His people. God also gave Solomon wealth and power. 
Solomon wrote many things to teach God’s people that 
wisdom is fearing the Lord and obeying His Word. 
Then, God used Solomon to fulfill His promise to David. 
God led His people to build a temple where He would 
dwell with them. However, as wise as Solomon was, he 
was not a perfect king. Let's watch this video to hear what 
happened next.

Watch the Bible story 
[Show the Bible story video “The Kingdom Divided.”] 
LEADER • Solomon’s story is a sad one, but it helps us see 
that even a wise person can make foolish, wrong choices. 
When Solomon died, his son Rehoboam became king. 
He did not show wisdom, and he drove the people away. 
But though it may have seemed that Rehoboam was to 
blame, it was really Solomon whose sin caused the mess. 
God divided Israel into two kingdoms because Solomon 
sinned.

LEADER • Our key passage reminds us that God does not 
withhold wisdom. When we ask God for wisdom, He 
gives it generously. God is good. He enjoys giving us 
good things and always does what is best. 
 Before we pray, I wanted to let everyone know that 
today we are having baptisms right after service. Baptism 
shows that you have decided to trust in Jesus as your 
friend and savior. Is there anyone in here being baptized 
today? [If so, celebrate with applause. Encourage everyone 
to watch baptisms.]

 We learned that David was a great king, but not the 
perfect King that God’s people needed. Solomon was 
a wise and powerful king, but he was not the perfect 
King the people needed either. Solomon’s sin divided 
the kingdom, but Jesus' righteousness brings all 
believers back to God.

[Pray before dismissing to small groups.] 
LEADER • Father, thank You for Your faithfulness. Even 
when Solomon disobeyed, You kept Your promise to 
David. Even though we make wrong choices you are 
faithful. Help us have wisdom to follow You each day, 
now and in the future. Amen.

Read the key passage a few times for kids. Challenge them to 
say the verse if they know any part of it. Encourage them for 
trying! 
SAY • James reminds us that all we have to do to gain 
wisdom from God is ask Him for it! God is the source of all 
wisdom. He gives us wisdom in lots of ways. We can get 
wisdom by reading of listening to His Word, by spending time 
with other people that love Jesus, through the help of the Holy 
Spirit, and through talking to God.

Unfailing and unending
Invite the kids to stand in a circle. Challenge them to begin 
humming or singing a single note. See who can hold that note 
the longest without pausing to take a breath. Then challenge 
the kids to hold out their arms to the side to see who can hold 
up their arms the longest. Finally, see who can stand on one 
foot the longest.
SAY • In each of those challenges, we saw how, over time, 
even an easy challenge can become impossible for humans. 
God is not like us. The Bible tells us that God’s power goes on 
forever. When God makes a promise, we know that He has the 
power to keep it. He is unfailing and unending. Today we will 
learn about a promise He made to David’s family.

•	What does this story teach me about God or about
the gospel?
