COMMON MYTH 1: Because my
family is Christian, | am saved.

| once heard someone say, “God
doesn’t have any grandchildren.”
What they meant was just because
your parents or your family believe in
Jesus, that doesn’t automatically
make you a Christian. God gives each
person the responsibility and
opportunity to accept or reject His free
gift of salvation. Put simply: each
person must make their own church.

COMMON MYTH 2: Because | am
generally a good person, | am saved.
Some people think there is a cosmic
scale and if they do more good things
than bad things, then they are safe.
This is not true. Because of our sin
and God'’s perfection, the bad news is
we can’t do enough good things to
earn our way into heaven. The good
news is that because of Jesus’
sacrifice, we don’t have to. We merely
need to accept His invitation, offered
to us for free.

This guide is a suggestion, not a
formula. Adjust the questions and
activities as needed, and don’t feel
like you need to do, or ask,
everything you see here. Let the
students and the Holy Spirit guide
the conversation, too.
