Are there any areas of your life you need to
give over to Him or confess to Him?

Take a few moments for silent prayer, where students can
talk to God and give their full lives, the stuff in their rooms
and closets, fully to Him. After a few minutes, close the
prayer out loud thanking God for loving and hearing us.

Studying and reading our Bible on our own is an amazing
way to grow in our relationship with Jesus.

DO: Pass out Exodus Reading + Studying Plan and talk
through how you can encourage each other to read and
study Week 4 before next week.

Also pass out the CREATE YOUR OWN Reading +
Studying Plan and talk through how your students can keep
up this habit over the summer. Maybe pick a book to do
together in June?
