DISCUSSION GUIDE
GET THEM TALKING

e How was everyone’s week? Share Highs & Lows.

DO TOGETHER

Play would you rather? (Go for 10 minutes, if your group
is taking longer skip some questions) Ask questions from
below or make up your own to ask. Ask students to share
WHY they gave their answer. For some bonus fun
movement, have your students physically move from one
side to the other to designate their answer.

e Would you rather have a pencil that magically
answers all math questions correctly OR a baseball
mitt that magically catches all balls within 15 feet of
you?

e Would you rather constantly sweat but smell good
OR never sweat but always smell like a wet dog?

e  Would you rather live in a world where people could
breathe under water OR where animals could talk?

e Would you rather live in a world where it rained Kool-
Aid OR where it snowed cotton candy?

e Would you rather live in a world without:

o Pizza or tacos?

o Chicfila or McDonalds?

o YouTube or Tic Toc?

o All social media OR texting?
