ABOUT THIS WEEK 
Every movie has a director who helps shape the vision as it moves from words on a page 
to something we experience. This week, we'll hear the story of Moses after he came down 

the mountain after spending time hearing directly from God. This story teaches us how 
spending time with God can make us more like Jesus. 
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Make it Real:  
• At the end of the day, our lives are either directed by ourselves, others, or we allow God 

to direct our lives. Taking an honest look at your own life, who would you say is directing 
the way you live? Be honest, and trust that this is a safe place.  

• For anyone who says that God directs your life, can you share about the joy you 
experience in that? (If no one is willing to share, this is where the Small Group Leader 
can paint a picture of a life well lived with Jesus at the center.)  

 
 
GROW DEEPER - OPTIONAL) Discipleship Moment:   
Be Faithful in Prayer: Pass out the “Prayer practices” printouts and encourage students to 
keep them somewhere visible this week as a reminder of how they can pray in ways to build 
their connection to God.
