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This month kicks off our year-long journey 
through the Bible as we look at God’s Big Story. 

Every story has a beginning. As we explore 
Creation, the Fall and other pivotal moments in 
the origin of our faith, kids will discover that not 
only did God create everything, but even after 
people chose to go their own way, God had a 
plan to restore us. 

We can see how God faithfully began to fulfill 
that plan in Abram’s call and in the lives of 
Jacob and Joseph—and we look forward to the 
fulfillment of that plan in Jesus. 

When kids see how God has worked in the 
past, they can grow in faith that our faithful God 
continues to work in and through each person 
who chooses to follow Jesus.

HEADS UP

About Faith 
All month, we’re doing a deep dive 
into the origins of our faith! Kids 
are concrete thinkers, and while 
faith comes easily to some, others 
struggle to believe in a God they 
can’t see with their own eyes. That’s 
why it’s so important to help kids 
understand that faith in God isn’t a 
“blind leap.” 

We may not be able to see God with 
our physical eyes, but we can see 
the countless things that God has 
done and the promises that God has 
fulfilled. This is true for the stories 
from Genesis we’ll cover this month, 
but it’s also true in the lives of Jesus 
followers over the last two thousand 
years—and in your own life. 

Make It Personal 
This is a great month for you and 
other ministry leaders or volunteers 
to share a personal, age-appropriate 
story of something God has done 
in your life, and how your own faith 
grew as a result. 

You can also remind kids that faith is 
not something we have to work up 
to on our own. Paul wrote in Romans 
10:17 that “faith comes from hearing 
the message. And the message that 
is heard is the message about Christ” 
(NIrV). 

The more that we hear about God’s 
deep love for us in His Word, the 
Bible, and about the things that 
Jesus said and did, the stronger our 
faith becomes. Our faith also grows 
when we live out the things we have 
learned. In fact, Hebrews records that 
Jesus is the Author and Perfecter of 
our faith. Encourage kids that they 
can ask God to grow their faith—and 
trust that He will do it.

1 Creation and  
the Fall  
 

In the beginning—the very beginning… God created everything, including people! 
We were made to live in perfect friendship with God forever. But when people 
turned away from God, sin entered the world. Everything was broken, including 
our relationship with God. But God already had a plan to rescue us and restore 
that relationship… and everything else in the whole world. [BOTTOM LINE] You 
can trust God no matter what.

2 Noah 
 

After Adam and Eve left Eden, few people loved God. But Noah did. When God 
told Noah to build an enormous boat, Noah trusted and obeyed, even though 
the ark likely took decades to construct. Noah continued to trust, even when 
God instructed him to go into the ark with animals of every kind. He trusted even 
through 40 days of rain and many long months on the flood waters. And in the 
end, God delivered Noah and his family. [BOTTOM LINE] You can trust God even 
when you don’t understand.

3 God Chooses 
Abram  
 

From the beginning, God had a plan to restore us—and this rescue started with 
a man named Abram. God called Abram to leave his home and travel to an 
unknown land, where God would make him into a great nation. God promised that 
the entire world would one day be blessed through Abram’s family. And though 
Abram was already old he trusted God’s plan and set out into the unknown. 
[BOTTOM LINE] You can trust that God has a plan.

4 Jacob’s Dream  
 

Abram, later Abraham, had a son named Isaac, who had twin boys named 
Jacob and Esau. Though Jacob was younger, he tricked his brother out of both 
a birthright and a blessing. Afraid that Esau would kill him, Jacob ran away from 
home. In the wilderness, God appeared to Jacob in a dream of angels ascending 
and descending a stairway to heaven. And even though Jacob was a deeply 
flawed man on the run, God renewed the promise that he had given to Abraham. 
[BOTTOM LINE] You can trust that God is with you.

5 Joseph  
 

Though Jacob had twelve sons, he chose a favorite: Joseph. When Joseph’s 
dreams got him into hot water with his brothers, they sold him to be enslaved in 
Egypt. There, Jacob gained the respect of Potiphar and was put in charge of his 
household—until he was lied about and thrown in prison. Still, Joseph trusted 
God. He worked hard and put in charge of the other prisoners. At last, Joseph 
was called to interpret a dream for Pharaoh, who was so impressed that he 
elevated Joseph to second in the kingdom. Years later when Joseph’s brother 
came to Egypt for food during a famine, Joseph forgave them and invited the 
whole family to Egypt. [BOTTOM LINE] You can trust God when things get tough.

Create the Environment

General Tips

Declutter your environment. 
While the relationships are what matter, a cluttered 
space is less inviting.

Create great signage that is easy for kids to read. 
Create great signage that is easy for kids to 
read. If multiple small groups are meeting in one 
large room, consider using chalk board easels or 
A-frame signs so parents and children can instantly 
see where to go.

Display the Theme Art, Bottom Line, or Memory 
Verse in photo frames at check-in so parents 
know what their child is learning.

You don’t have to go all out, but even little touches 
go a big way! 
Think theme art colors or utilizing your screens if 
you have them.

Tips for This Month

Use these ideas as starting point to bring the theme 
to life in your space.

Create Space

 -> Create comic book panels on the walls using 
pictures (photos or drawings) of your kids or

 -> Include some empty panels so new kids can join

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September -> On the Move 
Font -> Meatball Regular 
Stack up some suitcases, and display some maps. 
Create a destination board and other signage similar 
to what you would see at the airport or train station. 
Make up travel reviews or journal entries from the 
point of view of the Israelites in the Bible stories from 
the month. For example: “5 out of 5 stars. Free cloud-
based GPS system (pillar by day, fire by night)? God is 
awesome!” or “1 out of 5 stars. Would not recommend 
unless you enjoy hiking, miraculous survival, and 
learning patience.”

October -> Wisdomland 
Fonts -> Eina 01 + Poppins 
Use pool noodles to create the profile of a rollercoaster 
and Ferris wheel. Or display a marble rollercoaster. 
Create a “You Must Be This Tall” sign, and consider 
putting the level low because God can help every child 
make the wise choice.

November -> Bedrock 
Font -> LoRes 9 Plus OT 
Cover square boxes with butcher paper (green for 
grass, blue for water, grey for stone, etc.), and build 
whatever you can imagine. Consider creating an 
interactive station where kids can build their own 
creations.

December -> Extra! Extra! 
Font -> Bryant Medium 
Decorate your Christmas trees with ornaments made 
from newsprint. Wrap strips of newsprint around trees 
like ribbon, and add letters to the ribbon to spell out 
“Jesus is born!”

January -> Game Plan 
Font -> Beat Box 
Obstacle courses are amazing because they can be 
made from anything. So, search your storage rooms 
for some of the most random things that will bring back 
some fond memories for your kids. That 6’ inflatable 
piece of pizza from summer? Yep! Colorful 5-gallon 
buckets? Stack them up! To help define the course, 
slide pool noodles onto toilet plungers with firm rubber 
plunges, and attach arrows pointing up, over, and under.

February -> Like and Subscribe 
Font -> Trade Gothic Next LT Pro Heavy Condensed + 
Bryant Condensed Medium 
This is another month where you can decorate with  
pictures of your kids and leaders. Decorate your walls 
with film strips or computer screen templates, and 
add their pictures. Pictures can be of individual kids or 
small groups making silly faces together. Leave some 
empty spaces so you can add new kids to the wall as 
the month goes on. Add thumbs-up icons and emojis 
with heart eyes around your environment.

March -> Upside Down 
Font -> Polymath Display 
This can be one of the easiest months to decorate. 
Do you have posters in frames in your environment? 
Turn them upside down. Hang anything upside down—
chairs, lamps, clocks—to spark your kids’ curiosity 
so you can teach them about the marvelous upside-
down way that Jesus calls us to treat others. And with 
Palm Sunday falling on the last Sunday of the month, 
consider changing the environment a week early to 
make Holy Week a little easier on you and your team.

April -> Block Party 
Font -> GoodDog New + ImaginaryFriend BB Bold 
It’s time to celebrate! Use traditional party decorations 
in colors that coordinate with the theme art. Hang 
streamers or pennant flag bunting. Create some signs 
like in the theme art. Create the look of confetti falling 
by attaching small pieces of colorful paper to fishing 
line that is hung from the ceiling.

May -> Trek 
Font -> Din 2014 Demi + Karol Sans Black 
Create some mountains by crumpling colorful butcher 
paper that matches the theme art. Then smooth it out 
a little as you shape it into mountains. Add some Ficus 
trees or cardboard trees decorations. Display a sign 
that shows a trail map.
