ABOUT THIS WEEK

This week we'll see how giving is more than money—it's about our hearts. Jesus showed that the poor widow
who gave two small coins gave more than the wealthy, because she gave out of love and trust. When we give
our time, talents, and resources cheerfully, we reflect God’s generosity and join Him in advancing His kingdom.

e Icebreaker: If you were given $50 and had to spend it in one hour, what would you buy?
e Follow-up from last week: How did you go out of your way to encourage or affirm people at church?

Bible Study
e Read Together: As a group, read Mark 12:41-44 together (Telos pg. 990)
Discussion Questions:
Why do you think Jesus said the widow gave more than the wealthy people?
How does this story show us that giving is more about the heart than the amount?
What are some ways we can “give” to God besides money?
e Why do you think God wants us to give cheerfully and not just because we feel like we have t0?
Challenge Question:
e |f Jesus watched the way you spend your time, money, or energy, what would He say about what you value
most?

e Ask for any prayer requests or praises to celebrate together.
Group Prayer:
e Encourage students to pray briefly for each other's requests.
e Close by asking God to give you a generous heart.
