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There’s nothing sweeter than knowing that Jesus 
loves you. It’s the sweetest treat we could ever 
receive, and it’s for every single one of us! His 
love brings joy to our hearts, peace to our minds, 
and reminds us that we are never alone. So all 
month long, we are telling preschoolers Bible 
stories that show them how much Jesus loves 
them.

In Matthew 19:14, Jesus said: “Let the children 
come to me” (NLT). These words remind us that 
Jesus wants to be close to every child, no matter 
who they are or where they live. Our prayer is that 
every preschooler will know deep in their heart 
that Jesus loves me.

From welcoming children into His arms, to 
searching for the lost, to spending time with 
friends, and forgiving those who have done 
wrong—Jesus shows us again and again that He 
loves us. And preschoolers need to know that 
Jesus loves them right now, just as they are, and 
that His love will never go away. So, let’s pray for 
our preschoolers, that they will know Jesus’ love 
is the sweetest thing in the world and that it will 
be with them forever. Let’s help them grow up 
always remembering: Jesus loves me.

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Week Bible Story Summary

1 Jesus and the Children People bring children to see Jesus, but the disciples try to stop them, 
thinking Jesus doesn’t want to spend time with children. But Jesus 
corrects them and says, “Let the children come to me. Don’t stop them!” 
Jesus takes the children in His arms and blesses them. He shows the 
disciples—and everyone—that children are important to Him. They are 
important to God’s kingdom! And Jesus loves them.

2 The Lost Sheep* Jesus tells a story about a shepherd who has 100 sheep … until he loses 
one. The shepherd leaves the 99 and searches until he finds the lost one. 
Then he joyfully carries it home and celebrates. Jesus tells this story to 
show that He loves everyone like the shepherd loves his sheep. He sees 
us—no matter where we are or what we’ve done—and He seeks us out to 
bring us close to Him.

3 Mary and Martha Martha welcomes Jesus into her home and busies herself with 
preparations, while her sister Mary sits and listens to Jesus teach. Martha 
is upset and asks Jesus to tell Mary to help her, but Jesus gently tells 
her that Mary has chosen what is better—spending time with Him. Jesus 
reminds Martha—and us—that being with Him is more important than 
doing things for Him.

4 Jesus Forgives a Woman Jesus is teaching when a group of people brings Him a woman who 
was caught doing something wrong. The people want to know if Jesus 
will keep God’s rules or show God’s love. Jesus tells them that anyone 
without sin can punish the woman, and one by one, they all leave. Jesus 
tells the woman to do what God wants her to do, but He does not punish 
her. Jesus shows us that God sent Him to love and forgive us, because 
Jesus loves us no matter what!

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Create the Environment
General Tips

Declutter your environment. 
While the relationships are what matter, a cluttered 
space is less inviting.

Store toys out of sight and out of mind.  
It is difficult to engage a preschooler when their 
favorite toy is nearby.

If you share space with a preschool, develop 
a strong relationship with the preschool and 
preschool teachers.  
Don’t let space become a source of contention. If 
possible, work together to sew fitted covers for toy 
shelves that slip over the top of the shelf. (Think 
BBQ grill covers.) Choose fabric in neutral colors 
or match the wall color so the covered shelves 
blend into the background. Ask the preschool to 
cover everything before they leave on Friday, and 
ask your volunteers to uncover everything before 
leaving on Sunday. Set each other up for success.

Display the Theme Art, Bottom Line, or Memory 
Verse in photo frames at check-in so parents 
know what their child is learning.
