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Community helpers show up and care for 
the people in their community, and when 
preschoolers learn about community helpers, 
they learn who they can ask for help. And when 
people help us, we can say, “Hats off! Thanks for 
caring so much.”

We want preschoolers to know there is someone 
else who cares for us every day, but He doesn’t 
wear a hat to show us who He is. We can read 
story after story in the Bible where Jesus shows 
us that He cares for every single person—no 
matter who they are, what they’ve done, or where 
they’re from! We want every preschooler to know 
“How wide and long and high and deep is the 
love of Christ” (Ephesians 3:18 NIV). Let’s pray 
for our preschoolers, that they will grow to love 
and admire Jesus more and more as we discover 
that Jesus cares about everyone. And join us this 
month as we say, “Hats off to Jesus!”

1 Villages, Towns, 
Countryside*

Paul, a friend of Jesus, wrote these words: “How wide and long and high 
and deep is the love of Christ” (Ephesians 3:18 NIV). The love of Jesus 
is BIG! So Jesus goes to help people in lots of places—small villages, big 
towns, even out in the countryside. And everywhere Jesus goes, people 
bring their sick friends to Jesus. Jesus makes everyone all better, even 
those who only touch His clothes! His love is so wide, long, high, and 
deep that Jesus cares about everyone.

2 Jesus Heals a Woman on 
the Sabbath

Jesus is teaching on the Sabbath, an important day of rest. He sees a 
woman who has been sick for 18 years because of an evil spirit. Now 
an evil spirit sounds very scary, but Jesus is WAY more powerful than 
anything evil! So Jesus makes the woman all better. The woman is so 
excited that she starts to praise and thank God. One religious leader 
gets upset that Jesus healed her on the Sabbath, but Jesus reminds the 
leader that he takes care of his ox and donkeys on the Sabbath. And here 
was a person who needed help! Everyone else celebrates the amazing 
things Jesus was doing, because Jesus cares about everyone, every 
single day.

3 Zacchaeus Zacchaeus is a tax collector, and he has taken so much money from 
people that it was unfair. One day Zacchaeus climbs a fig tree just to see 
Jesus, and Jesus stops. He calls Zacchaeus by name and wants to go to 
Zacchaeus’ house. Jesus knows that Zacchaeus has done wrong things, 
but Jesus loves and cares for everyone—no matter what! And Zacchaeus 
changes! He promises to give back the money he had taken and much 
more. Jesus did not just come to help people who do the right thing all 
the time. Jesus came to help people who are sick and hurting and do 
wrong things, like Zacchaeus, because Jesus cares about everyone.

4 Woman at the Well Jesus travels through a place called Samaria. Now, the people in Samaria 
do not worship God in the same way that Jesus and the disciples did. So, 
a Samaritan woman is surprised when Jesus asks her for a drink of water 
from the well. But Jesus loves everyone, everywhere! Jesus tells her that 
He is the special Person God sent to rescue everyone; He is God’s Son! 
The Samaritan woman is so excited that she tells everyone about Jesus. 
Jesus loves and cares about the Samaritan woman and the people in 
her town, even though they were different, because Jesus cares about 
everyone.

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Create the Environment
General Tips

Declutter your environment. 
While the relationships are what matter, a cluttered 
space is less inviting.

Store toys out of sight and out of mind.  
It is difficult to engage a preschooler when their 
favorite toy is nearby.

If you share space with a preschool, develop 
a strong relationship with the preschool and 
preschool teachers.  
Don’t let space become a source of contention. If 
possible, work together to sew fitted covers for toy 
shelves that slip over the top of the shelf. (Think 
BBQ grill covers.) Choose fabric in neutral colors 
or match the wall color so the covered shelves 
blend into the background. Ask the preschool to 
cover everything before they leave on Friday, and 
ask your volunteers to uncover everything before 
leaving on Sunday. Set each other up for success.
